Breeders/Owners: Sue King & Karen Fruhmann. A red and white dog that is pretty while still being 
masculine. He has good proportions, and is well boned. Shorter upper arm restricts his side gait, and he 
is riding up behind at this age. Shown in lovely condition and presented well. He has beautiful breed 
type. 
2. CORIZMA EXCALIBUR (Ch. Sandfox Medaglia D’Oro -Corizma Passions) Breeders/Owners: Terri 
New & Mike New.  A larger sable dog with a beautiful profile. He carries a good topline and moves 
from the side with good reach and drive. I hope he broadens with age and that his pasterns strengthen. 
A dog with a lot of potential. His length to height ratio is good. 
3. APPLECOR BIG CYPRESS HIDDEN ASSET (Ch. Sandfox Medaglia D’Oro - Applecor Sprinkle 
O’Spice) Breeder: Lafrenda Fitzgerald. Owners: Dorothy Sanford, P Wilson, L Fitzgerald.  A tri colored 
baby with a pretty head piece. He has good balance, bone and feet. He is sound coming and going, but 
would like to see better shoulder angulation. 
4. KERED-TRIBECA LEGENDARY NAME (Ch. Caralon’s Casper At Gaylord - Ch. Jaax Lilly On 
The Riverbanks) Breeder: Gail Steinmetz. Owners: Susan Rodgers & Rebecca Beard. A sable youngster 
that is going through a stagey phase. Today he is higher on leg and shorter in back than desired. He 
does carry a good topline, has a very attractive head and shows well. He would benefit t from a longer 
upper arm. 
 
PUPPY DOGS 9 TO 12 MONTHS (2 entered, 0 absent) 
1. SUA MAH CABANA BOY (Ch. Ryslip History Boy - Ch. Sua Mah Always Happy Hour) 
Breeder/Owner: Judy A. Hart.  WINNERS DOG.   This well constructed red boy comes wrapped in a 
plain package – but he didn’t need fl ash to become the winners dog today.  He is sound in every 
direction and uses his body well. This is a dog you would expect to work all day, and then get up and do 
it again the next day. He carries a level topline, has good bone and feet, a very correct coat, and is 
balanced front and rear. His head proportions fit the standard and he is masculine without being hard. 
He stands strongly and firmly on a good foundation and is very deserving of his award today. 



2. WYNDTREE DENNY CRANE HERE AT BIRCH HILL (Ch. Byendebrok Maplecreek Baccarat CD 
HSAs MX AXJ VCX - Ch. Wyndtree Diamond In The Ruff) Breeder: Teresa Mulhausen. Owner: 
Teresa Mulhausen, Pati Wiedel, Kathryn Brandt. A tri colored dog with a lovely head and good breed 
type. He carries a good topline and has good bone and feet. He is shorter coupled and could be better 
coming in.

He is very eye catching and handsome.  His topline is firm, his croup fl at and his angles are superb.  
His eye set and smaller ears detract from his headpiece and his narrowness, weak pasterns and slighter 
bone detract from the overall package. 
2. LIN-KEL NANTEOS TRISTAN (Ch. Lin-Kel Nanteos Geraint - Ch. Lin-Kel Nanteos Rhiannon) 
Breeders/Owners: Linda Muglach, Gareth Morgan-Jones, Richard Albee.  A dark red dog with 
substance, masculinity and style.  He was shown to perfection and moves very well from the side.  He is 
balanced and has good bone and feet. Sometimes riding up behind and standing slack in front. 
3. RIVERSIDE DONAWAY DOUBLE C (Ch. Riverside Xtra Ordinary - Ch. Sandyshire Phenomena) 
Breeders: Dona P. Straway & Deborah B Shindle.  Owners: Candace Brown & Deb Shindle.  A light red 
dog that was out classed today by the two boys above.  He has a very correct coat and is shown in good 
condition.  His topline remains firm standing and moving.  He could use more under jaw and stands 
slack in front.

He has 
the tendency to stand slack and knuckles over in front.

Breeder/Owner: Frances M. Gammie.  Very happy red and white boy with good bone and a nice 
headpiece.  Carrying too much weight today.  Not the movement of the two dogs above.

Breeder: Claire & Larry McClure. Owner: M & D Scime & C & L McClure. A red boy of narrower 
construction and bone.
